CR7 REIGNITES STELLAR
RIVALRY WITH
STUNNING BRACE

At last, the decade-old rivalry between the two
behemoths was reignited with the mouth-water-
ing clash between Juventus and FC Barcelona.
Messi and Ronaldo were all smiles moments
before the kickoff when they greeted each
other with utter-most respect. After ninety min-
utes plus additional time, it was Ronaldo who
had the last laugh as the charismatic Juventus
striker scored twice in the high-voltage clash.
Nicknamed CR7, the Portugal captain scored the
opener in the 13th minute and the Juventus for-
ward netted his second goal through another
penalty in the 52nd minute.

Interestingly, Ronaldo never managed to score a
goal in all of his previous meetings with Messi-led
Barcelona in the Champions League. The infallible
sniper made amends in his sixth meeting by scor-
ing not one but two goals to end his dubious run
against Barcelona in the Champions League.
